Project A1 Title: Laundry List

Description
This is an introductory film-making project, which will allow students to gain some familiarity with equipment as well as some of the basic terminology of camerawork and framing techniques. They will select a dozen terms from the vocabulary list from Project C1 and will do a filmed demonstration of them, properly labeled. They should select a balanced variety of camera moves and framing types. 

Product
At the conclusion of this project the student(s) will create a 1-2 minute film demonstrating the selected dozen terms, properly labeled.

Objectives
This project is designed to allow students to:

· Gain familiarity with the equipment

· Practice each stage of film creation: shooting, capturing, editing, rendering

· Reinforce cinematic vocabulary

Support Lessons
Success on this project will depend on lessons in:

· Basic Camera Operation

· Basic Capturing and Editing Techniques

· Introduction to Video Editing Software

This project connects to C1 in the other Film assessments.

Resources
Essential resources include the Glossary of Terms from the current IB Film Guide and the excerpted set of terms from the Begleiter text, Word to Image. 

Variants
This project might be modified by requiring the film tell a rudimentary story. Students might also present their films to the class, as a study aid-for C1 or as introduction to class discussion by sharing insights on what effect-each technique creates for the viewer.
