The first part of the journey is to travel through many ancient world cultures. By using the Cultural Universals you will record notes and pictures for each of the parts of the culture. Your table group and you will rotate tasks each time the country changes. All of the group will work on one part together.
 On the side you are creating a new culture that has not been developed yet. You can borrow one small aspect of your culture from another culture we study. This will end with a Museum where your work is displayed in the style of a formal Museum. The exhibits will cover a variety of intelligences - pictures, drawings, paragraphs, artifacts, graphic displays, maps and video - which capture the essence and significance of your topic. You will use all of the materials presented in class as well as others collected through additional research. Each section will have an evaluation feedback component.

MUSEUM EXHIBIT WILL HAVE THE FOLLOWING:
Pictures/Sketch - A visual representation or image painted, drawn, or sketched on a flat surface. Labeled with explanation

Diorama - A three-dimensional miniature or life-size scene in which figures, stuffed wildlife, or other objects are arranged in a naturalistic setting against a painted background. Labeled with explanation
Graphic Displays - : written or drawn / computer graph; "graphic symbols scenes"   relating to or presented by a graph; "a graphic presentation of the data." Labeled with explanation

Artifacts - An object produced or shaped by human craft, especially a tool, weapon, or ornament of archaeological or historical interest. Labeled with explanation

Quotes - To repeat or copy the words of (another), usually with acknowledgment of the source. To cite or refer to for illustration or proof. To repeat a brief passage or excerpt. Labeled with explanation
Writing and Identification Cards–(need more than one) A complete explanation of  the part of the culture you are studying
Maps or Charts – geographic locations, relief map, drawn map. Labeled with explanation
